VALUATION—
ART OR SCIENCE?

In today’s world of wholesale, retail, 50 percent off, 80
percent off, auction price, etc., etc., for art, antiques
and collectibles, what does your estimate of value
mean?

In general, retail price  would be what you would
expect to pay for your object if you were to buy it at a
reputable retail store. Wholesale price or auction
price would be about 40 to 50 percent of retail price.

Your Statement of Estimated Value is none of the
above but is the experienced evaluator’s estimate of
the price for which you could presumably replace your
object. It should be somewhere between wholesale and
retail. Of course, due to the unique nature of art, an
item may not be exactly replaceable.

This Statement of Estimated Value may or may not
be acceptable for insurance purposes. You should
check with your insurance agent for acceptability.
